New Digital Projectors

Following John Hart's (of Colorado
recommendation, | purchased a pair
Optoma TH1060 projectors. | have n
set them up yet but if everything gog
well, we could be using these for our st
reo club meetings.

It is not so much the higher resolutio
but the different (wider) aspect ratio ¢
the new projectors (16:9 vs. 4:3) that ¢
potentially affect our stereo projectio
setup. If you work out the math, you wi
see that projecting these wide images
our current Dalite screen will result in
very small image vertically (the image hi
to be projected in smaller size to fit th
screen). The only practical way to proje

these wide images is to use the Stu
screen (we have used it once). But t
screen requires a larger room.
